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1-Customer instructions

Customer instructions to issue certified cheque must be written according to
forms prepared by the Bank and handed to the bank by the customer personally
or his representative, a request to issue certified cheque can be sent by email.
2-The Customer’s instructions are not clear or if the bank received contradictory
instructions, the bank shall have the option to execute or reject it without any
liability until mystery was resolved or explained.

3-Customer agrees that the bank debit charges of issuance of the bank certified
cheque in accordance with the adopted price list in the bank and agrees that the
bank shall make any adjustments to these fees when requierd, at the discretion of
the bank with notice to the customer.

4.1f customer request a certified cheque with an amount exceeding the available
balance in the account, the bank is entitled to refuse it or defer it to any time the
bank deems fit without any liability on the bank.

5-1f a full amount of certified cheque or part of it was issued on an overdraft
account of the customer upon his request, and the bank’s approval. (without
interest). The customer agrees that the bank shall deduct the value of any income
entering the account or entering any other customer’s accounts with the bank or
any other branches through clearing and at any time it deems fit, and the bank
shall not bear any responsibility for any damages suffered by the customer due to
such action.

6-1f the issuance of a certified cheque was at the request of a representative/poer
of attorney of the customer, the bank without being bound by it can approve such
representation/power of attorney even if the customer’s authorization signature
does not match the signature of the bank’s record as long as certified by the
competent authorities.

7-1f customer’s request was to issue an underlined certified cheque, then the
bank will not pay the cheque in cash, but will deposited in his account to be
submitted through clearing.

8-1f the customer’s request was to issue an underlined certified cheque, then the
bank will payt the cheque in cash, but will deposited in his account to be submit-
ted through clearing.

9-1f the account on which the certified cheque issued was a joint account, the
bank is entitled to issue any certified cheque at the request of any individual of the
account holders without the consent of the other account holders, and bank shall
not bear any responsibility as a result, unless there is provision to the countrary
in the contract of opening of the joint account.

10-The Bank will not accept any opposing to the fulfillment of the certified cheque
issued by the drawer or any other person if the cheque was submitted for
payment during the period provided for in the commercial law, except in the case
of loss of the cheque.

11-The customer shall be abide to inform the bank in case of loss or theft or
damage of the cheque as soon as that happens.

12-the customer may request the return of the cheque to his account unless was
released for clearing.

13-The Bank is entitled, without referring to the customer and without any liability
to pay the amount of the cheque submitted for collection to the beneficiary at any
time after the dates whatsoever the lenghth ofr the cheque issuance date unless
there is an obstacles in the fulling the payment in accordance with the law.
14-Customer acknoledges validity of the documents of the Bank and its recordes
to be the conclusive evidence to prove rights and obligations arising from the
issuance of the certified cheque.

15-Any dispute arises between the Bank and the client or his representative is
subject to the provisions of the Libyan law, unless it is inconsistent with the
provisions of the Libyan law, unless it is inconsistent with the provisions of the
Islamic Sharia, and Libyan courts alone shall have the arbitration right to review
the dispute.
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
